	HB 2484 - Restrictions on Drilling Wells in Contaminated Areas
	Amends Title 45-596 to prohibit the drilling of a well if the Director determines that the well will likely cause the migration of contaminated groundwater from a remedial action site to another well resulting in unreasonably increasing damage to the owner of the well or person using water from the well.

	HB 2485 – “well water; Colorado; Santa Cruz”


	A conforming change that corrects a drafting oversight that occurred when the Santa Cruz Active Management Area (SCAMA) was established by statute.

	HB 2488 – “Drought Emergency Groundwater Transfers”


	is a one-year session law that has been adopted several times in the last decade to provide for the limited transfer of groundwater across basin boundaries for communities whose water supply is compromised as a result of the drought.

	HB2664 Water; Interstate Transportation


	Section 45-292, Arizona Revised Statutes, is amended to read: It is presumed that the transportation of water out of this state is detrimental to the public welfare of this state if the primary purpose of the transportation is to provide a reliable and constant water supply for residential, municipal, industrial or agricultural uses in another state.

	
	

	HB 2692 – Water Development Fund
SB1608

	Summary:  Creates a Water Supply Development Revolving Fund (Fund) to provide loans and grants to water providers for water supply development.  Creates a Rural Water Supply Development Fund Committee and an Urban Water Supply Development Fund Committee within the Water Infrastructure Finance Authority (WIFA) to evaluate applications and select projects to receive financial assistance.  The Rural Water Supply Development Fund Committee will oversee the issuance of loans and grants to water providers outside of the CAP service area.  The Urban Water Supply Development Fund Committee will oversee the issuance of loans and grants to water providers located within the CAP service area.  

· Grants up to $100,000 may be awarded to providers in connection with planning and design of water supply development projects and watershed improvement projects.

· Terms on water supply development loans shall be for 50 years

	HB2693– Provide Local Authority to Require Adequate Water Supply
SB 1575
	Allows counties to require new subdivisions to have a determination of adequate water supply from ADWR.

· Allows a municipality within in a County that does not adopt the Adequacy provision to provide by ordinance that the new subdivision in that municipality must have a determination of adequate water supply from ADWR.

	Landowner rights within overlapping service areas

	Amendment ensures that a landowner’s right to use water delivered by an irrigation district within the boundaries of the irrigation district may not be limited by any ordinance, regulation or provision that is enacted or adopted by a city or town with overlapping service areas.



	SB 1182 – “Summerhaven fire; assured water supply
	Extends the Summerhaven community’s existing waiver from the Assured Water Supply requirements on the condition that all subsequent home purchasers are notified that there has not been a determination by ADWR of an Assured Water Supply.

	SB 1557 – “water; municipal conservation requirements”
	Summary:  For particular municipal water providers located within Active Management Areas (AMAs), this bill increases water use efficiency through the adoption of Best Management Practices (BMPs).

	 Critical Water Area Pilot Districts.  Turned into a critical water area study committee; to issue a report in December of 2008

CHANGED TO ARIZONA WATER SETTLEMENT ACT.  Provides a few technical corrections to the Water Settlement Act whereas Ariz. Indian tribes are allotted specific amounts of water during shortages.   It also adds a condition putting the onus on the federal government to publis certain statements of finding prior to December 31, 2010 or the Tohono O’odham Water Settlement Program becomes void.
